We are no longer partnering with Americaôs 

Thrift Store, which represents a loss of in-

come to us of about $120,000 annually and we 

must expand to make up this loss. 

 

There are more souls to reach and hurting families to touch 

than ever before, so the need of our services has increased.   

 

Although we operate primarily on monetary donations, our 

thrift business selling donated goods provides about 1/4 of 

our annual income and needs to grow as our ministry grows. 

 

We have severely outgrown our current facility. 

 

Our services are free to the public and we intend on keeping 

it that way until Jesus returns so we can be a true charity. 

 

We donôt accept government or United Way funds so we 

can be free to preach the Gospel of Christ and make our Bi-

ble classes and chapel services mandatory and not voluntary.

This is 

our sanctification. 

Third, ñthat He rose again the third day 

according to the scriptures.ò His death 

alone could not save us; it was the resur-

rection that showed Godôs acceptance of 

Christôs sacrifice, and that gives power 

unto salvation. In Colossians 3:1 we read 

that we are risen with Christ. His resurrec-

tion guarantees a future in Heaven for us 

where we will be free from  the presence 

of sin.   This is our glorification. 

From that past moment when I truly be-

lieved, I am free from the penalty of 

sin . . . Free from the present power of sin 

over me . . . And guaranteed to one day be 

free from the presence of sin. Now thatôs 

cause for celebrationðevery day!
